All applications will be assessed by an independent committee chaired 
by Brian Wilkinson (Independent Member of Council’s Audit Committee) 
and three other independent representatives of the community/human 
services, business and food producers sectors. Council’s Internal Auditor 

and Director Corporate Services will provide governance and administrative 
support to the committee. The Mayor of Tweed will participate only as an 
observer of the process.

Funds will be distributed through at least two rounds with the first 
round closing at 4.30pm on Friday 19 May. Applications for Round 2 of 
funding will open Monday 19 June and close at 4.30pm on Friday 7 July.

All of the donated funds will be distributed by Direct Deposit (EFT). In 
addition to the appeal funds, Robina Town Centre has kindly donated $10,000 
worth of shopping vouchers which will also be distributed.

Three key roads restored, caution still advised
Council crews and contractors achieved 
significant milestones last week by reinstating 
three main thoroughfares severely impacted 
by the recent rain event.

The Byrrill Creek Bridge reopened last 
Wednesday after the structure was washed away 
by a rapidly rising Tweed River. As the majority 
of the original structure could be salvaged from 
the river and bridge approach, Council crews and 
contractors were able to complete the necessary 
work to restore road access in a relatively short 
space of time.

Apart from the four new bridge girders required, 
enough of the existing bridge was able to be 
reused to allow a structurally sound single-lane 
bridge deck to be constructed. Council is currently 
exploring options for a permanent solution and is 
in the process of seeking government assistance. 

The bridge is now open to through traffic in a single lane capacity. Please 
travel with extreme caution and obey traffic control when it is place.

Manns Road in Rowlands Creek has now reopened, with contractors 
completing a new section of road through private land to allow traffic to 
pass around the major slip. Thanks to the cooperation of the adjoining 
landowner, this access was able to be restored within a short time frame, 
as without the use of this land, the reconstruction process of this road 
would be significantly extended.

Urliup Road also reopened last week, with contractors removing two major 
landslips to allow the community to return to previous travel routines.

To allow crews to join the through access in some sections, culverts have 
been widened and roads dug into banks. Some of the work still required will 
be major repairs that will result in delays and disruptions to access from time 
to time. Council will keep motorists and residents up to date on further work 
and anticipated interruptions.

ROAD WRAP

MyRoadsInfo was updated last Wednesday with the latest information 
on flood damage to our roads network. Please visit http://northernrivers.
myroadinfo.com.au/council.asp?id=9 for a comprehensive overview of 
both damage and repair status.

Flood repairs: Work this week will continue on slip repairs, bridge clean-
ups, silt removal and the removal and storage of damaged guardrail. 
Grading and heavy patching works have commenced and will continue on 
a number of roads. 

Temporary traffic lights: Clothiers Creek Road, Hogans Road, Tyalgum Road 
(Rocky Cutting) and Tweed Valley Way (Blacks Drain) for flood repair works.

Road closures: Major upgrade of Tumbulgum Road, between Sunnyside 
Lane and Old Ferry Road, Murwillumbah (6-month closure). Pedestrians 
and cyclists can still pass through section with care but all vehicular traffic 
will be diverted around the site. Airfield Avenue, Murwillumbah, trucks to 
enter through Shoobridge Transport off Quarry Road.

Temporary traffic lights: Fraser Drive, between Vintage Lakes Drive and 
Acacia Street, Banora Point (subdevelopment work)

One-lane flows: Blackspot programme to realign curve Clothiers Creek 
Road, Clothiers Creek, between the Pacific Motorway and Wallum Court. 

Stop/slow flagmen, expect delays: Limited delays roadworks 
associated with sub-developments on Fraser Drive, between Parks Lane 
and Glen Ayr Drive, Banora Point.

The extension of the cement boat ramp is the first stage of a three stage 
project where improvements to the access road and an the construction  
of a 100 metre long rock wall will also take place over the two to three 
months ahead.

The $162,000 project has been part funded through a $117,000 Boating 
Now grant from the Roads and Maritime Services.
