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Centre spread from the storm season liftout.

Be road safe this holiday

It’s the holiday season again and thoughts turn to having a break,
getting together with family and friends and being safe on the roads.

Avoid driving late at night or too early in the morning when your body is
programmed to be asleep. Getting up at 4am to get to your holiday destination
on time can be tempting but may be a bad idea.

“If you are normally in bed asleep at 4am, your body will be sleepy behind
the wheel,” Council Road Safety Officer Alana Brooks said.

“If you do find yourself tired while driving, pull over in a safe place and
have a nap. Twenty minutes works best.”

Fatigue-related crashes are twice as likely to be fatal because the driver is
asleep and cannot brake. Also, if you are on a long trip, take regular breaks
and share the driving if you can. Always drive at a safe speed for the road
conditions and be aware of road hazards at all times, even on familiar roads.

If you decide to drive while tired, drive too fast or to have one more drink,
it could be the worst decision you ever make. Fatigue, alcohol and speed are
the biggest contributing factors to road trauma in the Tweed.

If you are celebrating with a few drinks, plan not to drive. There are lots
of Plan Bs to get you home safely — call a cab or Uber, catch your venue’s
courtesy bus or have a designated sober and drug-free driver.

The liftout is designed to help raise awareness of the risk of flooding in Tweed
Shire and help residents make their own Home Emergency Plans to stay safe.

“It was obvious in the March 2017 floods that many residents had
little understanding of how floods unfold in the Tweed or even in their
neighbourhoods,” Manager Roads and Stormwater Danny Rose said.

“New residents were particularly vulnerable due to their lack of local
knowledge and flood experience.”

The March flood caught many people, including Council, unaware and
under-prepared. But the fact is a far greater flood is possible.

The liftout contains a handy guide for those planning to build or already living
in flood-prone areas. The building methods outlined are cheap and practical.
Ground storeys enclosed to Council’s flood construction standards can minimise
damage in a flood and will be quicker and easier to clean up afterwards.

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2017 year in review from Destmatlon Tweed

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Further flood damage repairs in the pipeline

Council last week awarded the second package of minor to medium-
sized flood remediation works to contractor Hazell Bros QLD following
the 31 March flood.

It is anticipated that one more package will be awarded this week, leaving
the final package to follow in the New Year.

These packages of work have been bundled in geographic areas to

minimise travel times between jobs and maximise on-the-ground efficiencies.

The second package of work comprises repairs on 37 roads in Byangum,
Burringbar and Upper Burringbar, Crabbes Creek, Cudgera Creek, Dunbible,
Mooball, Palmvale, Reserve Creek, Round Mountain, Rowlands Creek, Sleepy
Hollow, Smiths Creek, South Murwillumbah, Stokers Siding, Tygalgah,
Wardrop Valley and Wooyung. It contains nearly 150 damage items and is
worth about $1.2 million.

The third package of work when awarded, will comprise repairs on
29 roads in Bilambil, Carool, Clothiers Creek, Cobaki, Condong, Duranbah,
Duroby, Hopkins Creek, Mount Warning, Murwillumbah, Numinbah,
Piggabeen, Pumpenbil, Tumbulgum and North Tumbulgum. It will contain
more than 80 damage items and is worth about $1.35 million.

Meanwhile, work has started on the first of the major road repairs on
Tweed Valley Way, South Murwillumbah, at Blacks Drain.

There are about 50 more big jobs in various stages of investigation and
design. It is expected that most of these will be awarded by April 2018. These
jobs account for the bulk of the shire’s roads repair bill at about $16 million
but will take many months to complete once awarded.

Council now estimates the March flood caused approximately
$28.9 million of damage to roads and bridges. To date, more than 1000
minor road and bridge damage items have been repaired at a cost of around
$5.5 million.

Under current estimates, Council expects to recover $20.3 million of its
roads bill through Natural Disaster Relief and Recovery Assistance (NDRRA)
and grant funding, leaving a possible shortfall of $8.6 million to be funded
from Council’s future operating and capital budgets. These figures continue
to change as Council firms up damage estimates, works to maximise funding
opportunities and completes NDRRA assessments.

NDRRA has strict funding rules, including that costs are recoverable only
where Council uses contractor resources. That is, Council cannot use its own
workforce to repair flood damage.
