The march
was part of a week-long program of activities organised by the Tweed NAIDOC Week Committee.

What’s happening with the Clarrie Hall Dam project

Council recently finalised the scope of works to develop the
Environmental Impact Statement for raising the Clarrie Hall Dam
wall, which aims to secure the Tweed’s water supply beyond 2026.

Council gave approval in December 2015 to begin the planning
phase for raising the wall and acquiring the private property needed
todoit.

What has been achieved so far?

e Completed concept design and all the investigative studies
required to raise the wall.

e Eleven of the 16 properties needed have been secured and
Council is continuing negotiations on the remaining five.

e Council has begun to fence the new dam property and enforce the
requirements of the Australian Drinking Water Guidelines to not
allow any stock within the dam boundary.

e Council is well advanced in working with Telstra and Essential
Energy on relocating their assets out of the inundation zone.

What’s next?

e In August, Council will award the winning tenderer, which will mark
the beginning of a 12 to 18-month-long journey to secure final
Ministerial approval for this critical project to proceed.

e Council is about to begin geotechnical investigations to build
a new bridge across Doon Doon Creek to replace the existing
McCabe’s Bridge because it will be under three and a half metres

of water when the raised dam fills.

e Plans are in place to measure and monitor the effectiveness of
Council’s efforts to revegetate the land it has purchased and
restore it to native mixed eucalypt open forest.

e Council is exploring the feasibility of hydro power generation
at the dam and looking into what is required to achieve carbon
neutral construction.

e Council is considering drafting a new dam management plan as

Terranora Inlet (particularly the Cobaki Broadwater Village), The
Anchorage and Oxley Cove reporting suspected sewer leaks causing a
persistent foul odour in residential areas.

The fruit of the grey mangrove is causing a stink as it rots.

The source of the smell is fruit dropped by mangroves, which
produces hydrogen sulphide gas when decomposing — the same ‘rotten
egg’ gas which is given off by sewage.

Inspections of sewage pump stations and sewer mains have found
the sewerage system to be operating normally and with no ammonia
present (which would be a tell-tale sign of the presence of sewage
in waterways).

Council’s Waterways Program Leader Tom Alletson said the common
species of mangrove on the Tweed, the grey mangrove (Avicennia
marina) began fruiting prolifically four to five weeks ago.

of grey mangrove fruits stranded within the 25-hectare wetland to the
east of places such as Cobaki Broadwater Village and other sections of
the estuary,” Mr Alletson said.
“The factors which cause the odours to become so strong at certain
times are not clear, but would be related to tide, rainfall, the amount
of fruit dropped in the season, frequency of tidal flushing and wind
strength and direction.
“This is a natural process so Council is not able to control this issue
or address any of the factors that lead to the odour problems,” he said.
Mr Alletson said mangroves are an extremely important part of
the Tweed estuary which provide habitat for fish, crabs, prawns and
numerous bird species as well as acting to stabilise the shorelines.
They are also protected under a number of NSW Government laws.
“While it is acknowledged that the smell generated in these areas
is offensive, in almost all cases it is entirely natural, temporary, and
one of the few downsides of living in close proximity to our beautiful
waterways,” he said.
