Tropical soda apple spread by recent flooding
With the recent heavy rain and flooding, weeds that had been 
laying dormant are now germinating and can spread quickly. 

Tropical soda apple (Solanum viarum) is one such weed that can 
rapidly spread after flood events. 

This plant can reduce biodiversity by displacing native plants and 
disrupting ecological processes. 

As the seeds are easily carried by water, now is the time to be 
vigilant and begin to look for germinating seedlings. Best practice is to 
conduct regular paddock inspections along water lines and anywhere 
that was affected by run-off during the floods. 

Rous County Council and Tweed Shire Council have been working 
consistently to eradicate tropical soda apple (TSA) infestations in Byrrill 
Creek and stop its spread downstream along the Tweed River. 

There is a state-wide biosecurity control order that aims to eliminate 
TSA within NSW. All TSA, including fruit, must be destroyed and land 
must be kept free of TSA.
