More than 2,000 cane toads were removed from the Tweed environment from September 2021 to April 2022. Well done volunteers!

Busted! Well done to the community for cane toad efforts

Well done Tweed! The recent cane toad busting season was
a success in the Tweed with 2,220 cane toads removed from
the environment. This has prevented anywhere from 4.5 to
19.5 million cane toad eggs from coming into existence.

A further 3,196 cane toads were removed by local community
members who held their own toad busting sessions.

There were 7 toad busting sessions and 3 Cane Toad Tadpole
Trapping and Information Sessions, designed to educate and engage
Tweed residents in community cane toad control.

Council’s Project Officer — Wildlife Protection Emily Clarke said she

was inspired by the community and their great determination to rid the
Tweed of this pest.

“The community should be proud of their efforts in working together

to impact this invasive species and helping to protect the local
environment,” Ms Clarke said.

Watergum and Tweed Shire Council partnered together on this
community cane toad control program and plans are underway to
rollout the program again for the next season.

What’s happening with flood recovery on our roads

Want to know more about what Council is doing about landslip
repairs and potholes?

There are almost 2,500 flood-related road repairs to be
undertaken. This number does not include other road maintenance
items, such as potholes which were not directly caused by the
flood but have occurred due to the relentless rain that has fallen
since the flood events.

There is a lot to do, but we in particular need to accommodate
impacted communities at Bilambil Heights, Carool and Terranora as
well as Tyalgum, Chillingham, Uki and Reserve Creek. These residents
are driving on long detours on roads affected by potholes.

Despite these significant challenges, we’re working hard to build,
upgrade and maintain a safe and connected local road network.
