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Good tidings at Kingscliff
The new Kingscliff Bridge over Cudgen 
Creek is on track to be opened to traffic by 
Christmas. The concrete bridge is 1.5 metres 
higher than the old timber bridge and has 
been tied into the existing pedestrian bridge. 
The lanes of the traffic bridge will be wider, 
at 3.1 metres each plus shoulders. The road 
approaches have been raised by more than 
a metre and widened. Both the traffic bridge 
and pedestrian bridge are now supported in 
the creek by a single centre pylon, rather  
than the three pylons that held up the old 
timber bridge. Work is continuing to seal the 
road approaches and the bridge deck and  
line-mark both. All ancillary works will 
then be completed to mark the end of this 
$4 million project.

Community College big winner at inclusion ‘Oscars’
Murwillumbah Community College was a big winner at this year’s 
Tweed Shire Access and Inclusion Awards, claiming overall honours 
and two of the category prizes.

The adult and community education organisation received the new Faye 
Druett Award for Advocacy and the Community category, on its way to 
receiving the overall Tweed Shire Access and Inclusion Award.

The college assists a number of people with additional learning needs and 
was nominated by a Certificate IV in Training and Assessment student whose 
previous attempts at study had been unsuccessful because he didn’t have 
access to the support he needed.

The 30-year-old man is blind and deaf – and uses a cochlear implant to 
hear – but said the support provided by the college, and the self-belief that 
came as a result, had made the difference.

“(It) helps to change the broader community’s attitude about what 
people with a disability can achieve, particularly in regard to education and 
employment,” the nomination says.

Murwillumbah Community College Manager Barbara Carroll said the 
organisation had a simple attitude that each person who walked through their 

doors brought both challenges and incredible strengths.
“We try to work with each person to reduce their challenges and barriers 

and offer them an environment to flourish and, through their strengths, 
achieve their goals,” Ms Carroll said.

She said their challenges varied from physical, intellectual or learning 
difficulties to a long break from education or massive family commitments.

“But in parallel to those challenges there is incredible resilience, 
perseverance and motivation. We just try to provide the best environment and 
support and it’s very rewarding work,” she said.

If you have not had your dog or cat lifetime 
registered in NSW now is the time to do so.

If your pet is not lifetime registered 
you are leaving yourself open to a fine of $275 
for each animal plus the animal will still need 
to be registered and the associated fee paid.

•	 $22 – desexed cat/dog (with Pensioner card discount)
•	 $195 – non-desexed cat/dog

Ensure information on the NSW Pet Registry is current
It is a requirement of the Companion Animals Act 1998 (NSW) that you 
keep the Register up to date with current contact and address details for 
each of your animals. Should the information on the NSW Pet Registry not 
be current and your animal goes missing it is difficult for Council officers 
to get your pet home.

There are now two ways that you can update your animal’s details:
