The new playgrounds are at Clarrie Englert Park at Tweed Heads
West and the upgraded Banora Point Community Centre Park.

The new playground at Clarrie Englert Park features inclusive play
equipment, scooter and small-scale skate elements, basket swing and
slides, nature play, an accessible picnic table and seating, drinking
fountain, vibrant rubber soft-fall and mulch surfaces, landscaping,
accessible paths and partial fencing.
